ORDINANCES: 
PUBLIC HEARING OF ORDINANCE 2014-1391 AN ORDINANCE SETTING THE 
APPLICATION AND ESCROW FEES FOR APPLICATIONS TO THE PLANNING BOARD 
OF THE BOROUGH OF MONTVALE, COUNTY OF BERGEN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY 
WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. § 40:55D-8 and N.J.S.A. 40:55D-53.2, New Jersey 
municipalities are required to set development application and escrow fees by ordinance; and 
WHEREAS, such fees are intended to cover the costs to the municipal agency, including, without 
limitation, secretarial costs, attendance at meetings and review of applications by attorneys, 
engineers and other professionals, costs of publications and preparation of resolutions, and to 
defray the cost of tuition for persons required to take the course in land use law and planning in 
the municipality; and 
WHEREAS, the Planning Board has proposed application and escrow fees deemed to be 
appropriate and consistent with applicable law.  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Montvale, 
County of Bergen, State of New Jersey, as follows: 
Section 1. Adoption of Application & Escrow Fee Schedule. 
Pursuant to N.J.S.A. § 40:55D-8, N.J.S.A. 40:55D-53.2 and Borough of Montvale Code § 57-32, 
the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Montvale do hereby adopt and make applicable the 
Application & Escrow Fee Schedule attached hereto for all applications to the Borough of 
Montvale Planning Board. The fees set forth therein shall be applicable to all payments made 
either on or subsequent to the effective date of this Ordinance.  
Section 2.  Repeal of Inconsistent Ordinances. 
All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed only to 
the extent necessary to give this Ordinance full force and effect. 
Section 3.  Savings Clause. 
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Nothing in this Ordinance shall be construed to affect any suit or proceeding impending in any 
court, or any rights acquired, or liability incurred, or any cause or causes of action acquired or 
existing, under any act or ordinance hereby repealed pursuant to this Ordinance, nor shall any 
just or legal right or remedy of any character be lost, impaired or affected by this Ordinance. 
Section 4.  Severability. 
The various parts, sections and clauses of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable. If any 
part, sentence, paragraph, section or clause is adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of 
competent jurisdiction, the remainder of the Ordinance shall not be affected thereby. 
Section 5. Effective Date. 
This ordinance shall become effective upon adoption and publication as required by law.

119-2014   A Resolution Certifying a Lien against Property Known as 5 Ladik Place For 
Costs Incurred by the Borough of Montvale In Accordance With the Montvale Property  
Maintenance Code  
WHEREAS, in accordance with Chapter 86 of the Montvale Borough Code, entitled “Property 
Maintenance,” notice of numerous property maintenance violations was sent to the owner of 
property known as 5 Ladik Place, designated as Block 802, Lot 12 on the Montvale Tax Map, on 
June 11, 2013, and again on December 16, 2013; and 
WHEREAS, the owner of said property did not comply with these notices and did not abate the 
identified violations; and 
WHEREAS, the Montvale Construction Official caused the necessary work to be performed and 
has certified the cost of same to the Governing Body with the submission of an invoice from 
Kindergan Landscaping dated May 2, 2014, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part 
hereof; and 
WHEREAS, the cost to abate the property maintenance violations at 5 Ladik Place was $995.00; 
and 
WHEREAS, it is the desire of this Governing Body, in accordance with Borough Code § 86-
10(D)(8), to approve said costs and to authorize the imposition of a lien against the property. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Montvale, 
County of Bergen, State of New Jersey, that a lien in the amount of $995.00 is hereby certified as 
against the property known as 5 Ladik Place in the Borough of Montvale; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that said lien shall be added to and become and form a part of the 
taxes next to be assessed and levied upon such lands, the same to bear interest at the same rate 
as taxes, and shall be collected and enforced in the same manner as are taxes, in accordance 
with Chapter 86 of the Borough Code and applicable law; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Borough Clerk shall forward a certified copy of this 
resolution to the owner(s) of the subject property by certified mail; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Tax Collector shall be responsible for collection of the 
amounts herein certified.

WHEREAS, certain Federal funds are potentially available to the County of Bergen under Title I of 
the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended and HOME Investment 
Partnership Act of 1990, as amended; and Emergency Solutions Grant Act of 2012,   and 
WHEREAS, it is necessary to supersede an existing interlocal services cooperative agreement for 
the County and its people to benefit from this program; and  
 WHEREAS, an agreement has been proposed under which the Municipality of the Borough of 
Montvale and the County of Bergen in cooperation with other municipalities, will modify an 
Interlocal Services Program pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et.seq.; and  
WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the Municipality of the Borough of Montvale to enter into 
such an agreement, 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Municipality of the Borough of Montvale that the 
agreement entitled “Three Year Cooperative Agreement”: An Agreement Superseding the  
Cooperative Agreement dated July 1, 2000 – June 30, 2003, to clarify the planning and 
implementation procedures, and to enable the Municipality to make a Three Year irrevocable 
commitment to participate in the Community Development Program, the HOME Investment  
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Partnership Act Program and the Emergency Solutions Grant program for the Program Years: 
2015, 2016, 2017 (July 1, 2015 – June 30, 2018) to be executed by the Mayor and Municipal 
Clerk in accordance with the provisions of law; and  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution shall take effect immediately in accordance 
with law.
